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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Minnesota’s Ethics in Government Act (Minnesota Statutes, chapter 10A) requires lobbyists to report
disbursements for lobbying purposes to the Campaign Finance and Public Disclosure Board three
times a year. This summary is based on reports for lobbying disbursements made from July, 1998,
through June, 1999. ‘

Lobbyists filed a total of 9,040 periodic reports for the twelve-month period. Disbursement reports
were submitted: _

¢ by 1,320 lobbyists;
* representing 1,250 associations and individuals; and
+ reporting a total of $6,649,923 spent.

Lobbyists report total disbursements made by the type of lobbying: legislative, administrative, or
metropolitan governmental unit. Of the 1,250 associations and individuals for whom lobbyists are
registered, 925 (74%) reported making disbursements for lobbying purposes. A reported 81% of total
disbursements made were for legislative iobbying, 15% for administrative iobbying, and 4% to
influence the official action of a metropolitan governmental unit. See page five for a comparison of
total lobbying disbursements by type of lobbying reported in the last three years. Lobbyists are not
required to disclose their salaries or their political contributions.

Reports must disclose honorariums, gifts, loans, items or benefits equal in value to $5 or more given or
paid to a public or local official from the lobbyist, the lobbyist's employer, or an employee of the
lobbyist. Eleven associations reported giving items or benefits totaling $2,078 to 57 legislators. See
page 17 for detail.

Lobbyists for Northem States Power Company reported the largest total disbursements dyring the
period and the largest total disbursements for administrative action lobbying. Lobbyists for the
Coalition of Minnesota Businesses, Inc. reported the largest disbursements for legislative action
lobbying and lobbyists for the Minnesota Orchestral Association reported the largest disbursements in
an attempt to influence metropolitan governmental units. Complete lists of the 50 entities which
reported making the largest amount of disbursements and the largest amount of disbursements by
type of lobbying begins on page 21.

Lobbying is defined as attempting to influence legislative or
administrative action, or the action of a metropolitan governmental
unit by communicating with or urging others to communicate with
public or local officials in metropolitan governmental units. Any
activity that directly supports this communication is considered a
part of lobbying. :

Any individual who is engaged for pay or other consideration or who

is authorized by another individual, association, political subdivision, -

or public higher education system to spend money and who spends
more than five hours in any month or more than $250 in any
calendar year (not including travel expenses and membership
dues) for the purpose of attempting to influence legislative or
administrative action or the official action of a metropolitan
governmental unit by communicating with or urging others to
communicate with public or local officials.

A nonelected local official or an employee of a political subdivision
who spends more than 50 hours in any month attempting to
influence legislative or administrative action or the official action of a
metropolitan governmental unit, other than the political subdivision
employing the official or employee, by communicating with or urging
others to communicate with public or local officials, including time
spent monitoring any of the forenamed actions and related
research, analysis, and compilation and dissemination of
information relating to legislative, administrative, or metropolitan
governmental unit policies in Minnesota.

Any individual who spends more than $250 in any year (not
including travel expenses and membership dues) for the purpose of
attempting to influence legislative or administrative action or the
official action of a metropolitan governmental unit by communicating
with or urging others to communicate with public or local officials.

Any individual who merely communicates with a public official to
obtain information or request an interpretation of a law, rule or
agency action is not a "lobbyist”.

A lobbyist must complete and file with the Campaign Finance and
Public Disclosure Board a Lobbyist Registration on behalf of each:

An individual or association that spends more than $500 in the
aggregate in any calendar year to engage a lobbyist, compensate-a
lobbyist, or authorize the expenditure of money by a lobbyist or is
not included in the definition above and spends at least $50,000 in
any calendar year in efforts to influence legislative action,
administrative action, or the official action of metropolitan
governmental units. '

"Administrative action" does not include the application or
administration of an adopted rule, except in cases of rate
setting, power plant and power line citing, and granting of
certificates of need under Minnesota Statutes Chapter 216B.

Legisiative action

e Any action with regard to any bil, resolution, amendment,
nomination, appointment, report, or any other matter which may
be the subject of action by either house of the legislature,
committee, subcommittee, or commission of the legislature.
"Legislative action” also means an attempt to influence a
gubernatorial approval or veto of any bill, or an attempt to
influence the governor or any public official about development
of a proposal for introduction in the legislature.

e Any activity to influence the official action of a “metropolitan
governmental unit".
